Installation Tips

Before you begin installing this fop assembly, read
all instructions thoroughly. Affer completing the
instaliation, keep these insfructions for further
reference. Below are a few tips fo make this
installafion easier,

For a smooth fit:

For ease in installation, the top should be installed
at temperatures above 72° F, Below this tempera-
ture, the fabric may contract aninch or more,
making it difficult to fit to the vehicle.

It is normal for a top to contract and wrinkle when
stored in the shipping carfon. Within a few days
after the installation, the top will relax and the
wrinkles will disappear.

With the bow assembly laying on the tailgate, remove the
screws that fasten the fabric to the corners of the header.

Set the screws aside for use in installing the new top fabric. Flip tha fabric inta the

rear of the vehicle

Step Seven

Flip the top fabric back over into the rear of the vehicle (so
that the fabric lays backing side up) to expose the plastic
strip along the edge of the fabric. Remove the eight or four-
teen screws that secure the fabric to the header, setting the
screws aside for use in installing the new top. Then remove
the old top fabric from the vehicle.

Manufacturing Note: Due to a recent header assembly
modification by Daimler Chrysler, the plastic strip on the
windshield header may have 8 screw locations instead

of 14, Both atfachment numbers of screws will securely
fasten the header and perform as the original design was
intended.
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Installing the New Top

Step One

If you have a 1997 vehicle with a slip-on plastic
extrusion on the door surround, it must be removed.
Pull down on the extrusion to work it loose.

Step Two

In order to install the top fabric, make sure that the Center and Rear
Bows are in the folded down position on the rear of the vehicle.

Lay the top fabric, backing side up in the rear of the vehicle with
the plastic strip facing up and aligned with the front edge of the
header. Locate the round hole that marks the center of the plastic
sirip (all other holes are slotted). Install a screw in the round hole to
secure the fabric to the header as wel! as to center the top. Then
proceed to instail screws in the remaining seven or thirteen holes
along the front of the header.

Flip the fabric over so that it wraps around the header and
drape the fop fabric over the tailgate. Raise the header
slightly and work the pockets in the fabric over the corners
of the header. Install an oval head screw in each corner to
secure the fabric to the header.
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Step Four
Raise the header and bow assembly toward
the windshield and into position.

Inside the top. snap the fabric to the Rear
Bow (six snaps).

Close the header latches to secure the front of
the top o the windshield. Catch the hook in the
slot in the windshield frame and then close the
lever over it so that it lays flat against the wind-
shield frame.

Roll the plastic along the front of the Quarter
Panel into the channel of the Door Surround on
the vehicle,

Locate the two plastic strips sewn to the sides of the top,
above each door. Slip the strips info the channel in the
Door Surround above the door opening. It is easiest fo
insert the front plastic strip into the channel first.

Start at the rear and roll the plastic along the
bottom of the panel into the retainer on the
vehicle. Then fasten the hook and ioop strips
along the top and rear of the panel to the top.

Remove the Rear Window from the box and lay it flat with the
backing side up. Locate the Taillgate Bar set aside in Step One.,
The bar has a "C" shaped channel, when viewed from the end.
Orient the bar with the round seal down and slide the "C"
channel on the retainer onto the tubed strip sewn to the
backing side of the Rear Window.
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Step Thirteen
Insert the Tailgate Bar into the mounts on each side of the

tailgate opening with the vinyl side of the Rear Window toward
the cufside of the vehicle.

Step Fourteen
To start the zipper. pull the two sliders as far down as possible
on the driver's side of the window in order to catch the sliders
to the pin.

Once the zipper is caught, start the top slider 1/2°, Then hold
up the top of the window with one hand and close the
zipper with the other, The zipper is sandwliched between
layers of fabric in the comers so be careful nat to catch
extra fabric in the zipper. Close the zipper.

Make sure that the Tailgate Bar is centered and is securely in

the mounts. Then tuck the flaps on the Rear Window under
the top fabric.

Inside the top locate the flaps sewn to the
top on each side of the rear window open-
ing. Pull the flaps over to cover the zipper
and tuck them in.

Remove the Quarter Panels and the Rear
Curtain and store them carefully.

Step Two

Release the front of the top from the windshield.
Raise the front of the deck and collapse the
rear bows, tucking the two plastic strips above
the door openings and the stay pad on the rear
bow inside of the bows, Wrap the fabric around
the bows, then tuck the rear legs of the top
under the bows.

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Care and Maintenance of your New Top

Your top is made of the finest materials available. To keep it looking new and for the
maximum possible wear, it will need periodic cleaning and maintenance.

Washing: The fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristie
brush. Rinse with clear water o remove all traces of soap.

Zippers: Keeping the zipper cleaned and lubricated
with a sificone lubricant will help prevent

damage and keep the

zippers in a smooth working O:D:D
condition. If a Zipper opens

behind the slider, the slider

may have been spread apart. This

problem can usually be repaired by using

an ordinary pair of pliers to bring the sides

back into paraflel. Return slider to the end

of the zipper in the normal Open position.

Squeeze lightly at fust and test the zipper. O
If the zipper continues to remain open

squeeze more firmly with the pliers and try

the zipper again., Repeat this procedure

until the zipper operates coreclly.

Water: In the event of seeping through the seams, 3M Scotchgard® may be applied
on the inside of the seams to stop the seepage. Rips in the fabric may be repaired
with Bondex® iron on patches. ron the patches to the Inside of the top, carefully
foltowing the Bondex® instructions.

Snaps: Keep snaps cleaned and lubricated with siticone to help prevent snaps from
sticking to the studs. If a snap does become stuck to a stud, use a screwdriver and
GENILY pry apart to prevent permanent damage to the snap or the top fabric.

Windows: Keep windows clean to avoid scralching. DO NOT use a brush on the
windows! Wash with a watersoaked cloth or sponge and a mild dishwashing deter-
gent. NEVER WIPE THE WINDOWS WHEN THEY ARE DRY. Be careful when cleaning
snow or frost from the vinyl windows since they are easily scratched and may crack
at low temperatures. DO NOT rofl the sides or rear window in cold weather. The
windows become stiff and will crack. Cold cracks are not covered under waranty.
